Reason for Notice:

This notice is being sent to you as a result of your failure to file a complete first supplement to
the second pre-election contribution and expenditure report (see ORS 260.058). This report,
which discloses aggregate contributions of more than $500 from a single source and aggregate
expenditures of more than $1,000 to a single payee between May 1 and May 7, 2006, was due in
the office of the Secretary of State, Elections Division, not later than 5:00 pm, May 8, 2006.

The committee submitted a timely first supplement to the second pre-election report on

May 8, 2006; however, an additional expenditure should have been included on the report. The
expenditure that was required to be included on the first supplement to the second pre-election
report ($2,500.00 to CF Strategies on May 1, 2006) was first disclosed on your post-election

report filed on June 15, 2006. This portion of the first supplement to the second pre—electlon N
report is considered filed on June 15, 2006, making it 27 business days late. ’RTS

Enclosed is the penalty matrix used in calculating penalties for late reports, This matrix reduces
the maximum statutory civil penalty to an amount not to exceed a percentage of the total
contributions or total expenditures —whichever is greater —for each business day the report was
late. The percentage is based upon whether the cand1date has committed any previous late
violations since September 15, 2005, as follows:
